Camp Card Chair Responsibilities

» Register at www.ocbsa.org/adventurecard

« Communicate the purpose of the Camp Card sale and timeline to your Scouts and parents.

* Kick-off the Camp Card sale at the unit level

* Inspect, coach and praise your Scouts.

* Set a sales goal for your Scouts and unit.

* Collect all money and turn in the amount due (less the commission) according to your unit plan
to maximize commissions. No credit cards accepted for payment; checks preferred. Make

checks payable to Orange County Council, Boy Scouts of America.
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» Determine NOW the Scouting adventures your youth plan to participate in for 2022-2023.

* Determine the number of active youth in your program.

» Set a per youth sales goal.

« Set an overall unit sales goal.

« Communicate unit needs clearly with each youth and parent.

» Explain how the sale of Camp Cards teaches youth the value of earning their own way.

* Explain exactly where the unit plans to allocate the revenue generated from the sales.
(i.e. Individual youth camp fees, Unit camp fees, uniforms, etc..)

* Communicate Camp Card calendar clearly with all youth and parents.

* Have a Kick-off for your unit.

* Have Turn-in dates for money and unsold Camp Cards.

Commission
Base commission for all units is $4.50 per Camp Card sold.
Participation Commission

Extra $0.50 commission for attending a training.

Units will retain their Commission when turning in money.

Return Policy

Units can return unsold Camp Cards checked-out without penalty. Unreturned Cards will be
charged to the Unit at $10.00/card (including lost cards). Incentives will not be approved until the
Unit Account is resolved.

Closing Your Account

Your account is closed when all money for Camp Cards sold and all remaining Cards are
returned to your District Chairperson or Council. Units will retain their commission when turning
in money. Accounts must be paid in full by May 12, 2022 for incentive orders to be approved.

Sell Online

Scouts can sell Camp Cards online by
sharing a link to an online store. The
customer will have the option while checking
out to write in the Scouts name and Unit. The
Unit will receive up to $5 in commission for
every online sale. At the end of the sale the
Orange County Council will credit the Unit’s
Account with their commission and let the
Unit Adv Card Chair know which Scouts
made online sales. Cards will be mailed out
weekly. Please make sure the customer
puts the Scouts name and Unit during
check out - this is the only way the Scout
gets credit.
