Nicknames for the flag are: Stars and Stripes, Old Glory, and Star Spangled Banner.

The 13 stripes are for the 13 original colonies. The 50 stars represent states of the Union.

The colors of the flag are symbolic as well.
- Red: hardiness and valor
- White: purity and innocence

- Blue: vigilance, perseverance, and justice
